SBT1.5°C Certification

In December 2025, Fuiji Oil Co., Ltd., in pursuit of a sustainable future for food, has
obtained the certification from the Science Based Targets initiative (SBTi) *" for the
greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions reduction targets established under the Fuiji Oil
Group Environmental Vision. These targets have been recognized as scientifically
grounded and aligned with climate change science.

The certified greenhouse gas emissions reduction targets for the Fuji Oil Group are:

Near-term Targets

@Scopel+Scope2 *2:

Reduce total greenhouse gas emissions by 42.0% by FY2030, compared to the
FY2020 baseline.

@Scope3 (Category 1) *3:

Reduce total greenhouse gas emissions from purchased goods and services by
25.0% by FY2030, compared to the FY2020 baseline.

OFLAG *4:

Reduce total FLAG greenhouse gas emissions by 30.3% by FY2030, compared to
the FY2020 baseline.

Under the certified greenhouse gas emissions reduction targets, the scope of
reduction has been expanded from CO, alone to encompass all greenhouse gases.
Furthermore, for the near-term targets of Scope 1 and Scope 2, the target level has
been upgraded from the Well-Below 2°C pathway *5 to the more ambitious 1.5°C
pathway *©. In addition, a new near-term reduction target has been established for
FLAG emissions.

The Fuji Oil Group will continue to implement a wide range of high-level initiatives,
including further energy efficiency improvements, expanded use of renewable energy,
and the development of innovative products through new technologies, thereby
contributing to the realization of a sustainable society.
