* Regarding the allegation of conflict with the some plasma smallholders: Our direct supplier has carried out a verification visit in Nov'21 and found out  that the land conflict resulted from a few groups who refused to 

become plasma members ( internal KUD issue) .PT TP has now agreed that the area of 378ha would have a profit sharing percentage of  of 17.5% for plasma members. The realization of this agreement will begin in 2022
